Providing free musical instruments and trained instructors to children, especially
to those children who do not receive any music education.

Little Kids Rock currently serves nearly 86,000 disadvantaged students in
25 cities nationwide.

For over 10 years, the program has brought FREE instruments and lessons
into the lives of more than 200,000 underprivileged children in 12 states.

At a time when budget cuts are forcing music programs out of public
schools, Little Kids Rock is serving more children than ever before with free
instruments and free lessons.

The goal is to teach kids to play the music that they love, creating “rock
band” music programs in schools on a national level. Little Kids Rock also
teaches kids to compose their own music and to improvise.

Little Kids Rock is the only school-based, pop and rock instrumental music
program in the U.S. and is one of the leading, free instrumental music
programs in the country today.

Since 2002, Little Kids Rock has donated more than 35,000 instruments to
public schools in the U.S.

Nearly 900 public school teachers have been trained by Little Kids Rock and
are currently utilizing its methods, curriculum and resources.
